Topics: Weather Elements and Instruments

Duration 1 hr 10mins*2

Objectives: Students should be able to: 

· Define the terms weather and climate

· Identify the elements of weather, their unit of measurement and the instrument used in measuring the elements

· Should be able to identify statistical tools used to represent weather and climate data
· Should be able to draw and label simple outlines of each instrument.

· Write a simple weather report from weather data collected.

· Demonstrate an awareness of how weather affects our lives 

Methodology: Guided Discovery, Co-operative learning Strategy, KWL Strategy and Discussion 

Previous Knowledge: GSAT Syllabus 

Materials: Projector, Speakers, Internet and Videos 

Introduction:  KWL strategy 

This strategy will be applied to find out what students already know about the topic and what additional information are students interested in about the topic. 

· Teacher will construct the chart on the board 

· Ask students what is weather?

· What do they know about the weather?

· Describe the weather?

Teacher will write down key adjectives used in the student’s descriptions and then ask students to tell why most students used the adjectives listed on the board. (This is where teacher will introduce the `elements of weather`)

Procedure 
Step 1.

Students will watch a video about weather and weather elements. At the end of the video students should be able to tell: 
· What is weather?

· What is climate?

· State a difference between weather and climate

· State the TWO main factors which are key in defining the climate of a place

· Who studies the weather?

· List and describe the elements of weather 

Teacher will post the question about weather at the end of the video, students will be told to listen carefully and make notes. At the end of the video also students will fill in their “what you have learnt column” of the KWL table used in the introduction. 
Step 2. - Discussion and Guided Discovery 

Teacher will discuss with students that special instruments are used to collect weather and climate data. Teacher will ask students if they know any of these instruments. Teacher will write student’s ideas on the board.

Teacher will create a table with the following headings, Elements, Description and Elements. After the discussion students will complete the table. Teacher will also show students pictures of the weather instruments. 
Step 3. - Open Discussion 

After discussion weather, climate and its elements, teacher will ask students the following questions:
· Do you believe the weather can affect your lives?

Each student will be required to justify their answers. 

Step 4.-Photo-Analysis  (page 21 of Jamaica Junior Geography)

Students will be instructed to look at a pictures in their text and in pairs write down how peoples live are impacted by weather. Students will share their ideas in a discussion 
Course Work 1

Group Presentation 
Students will be placed in groups according to the elements of weather. Each group is expected to prepare a presentation on their assigned element:

· Define the assigned element (2 marks)
· Name and describe the instrument used to measure the assigned element with the aid of a chart. (6 marks)
· State the measuring unit used to record the element (1 mark)
· State how the instrument is used by the meteorologist (2 marks)
· State how the instrument is kept at the weather station. (2)
· Overall Presentation (7) (Delivery(3), organization (2) and Enthusiasm (2))
