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[bookmark: _GoBack]Antonyms are words that are opposite in meaning. An antonym for a word may arrived at in various ways:
1) It may be a completely different word. Eg. bottom-top	better-worse	arrive- depart
2) It can be formed by adding a prefix. Eg. advantage- disadvantage	audible- inaudible
3) It can be formed by changing the prefix. Eg. ascend- descend	export- import	inside- outside
4) It can be formed by changing the suffix. Eg. careful- careless	cheerful-cheerless	useful-useless
